In January over 30 Eritrean Christians and their children 
were arrested when celebrating the first birthday of one of their 
children.  Non believers were sent home. 
The government watches everyone and promotes a stigma against 
Christians. It’s estimated over 1,000 Christians are currently in prison 
having been charged with no crime.  Female prisoners are subjected to 
gender based violence. 
Let’s pray for each of these courageous brothers and sisters. Let’s pray for 
courage (Philippians 1.20), and for a deep awareness of our great 
Comforter with them.  
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
